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To many of our older members these initials recall times of the Great Depression and programs instituted to 

deal with that financial crisis.  It is interesting to note what the President of the Lutheran Church – Missouri 

Synod at that time, Rev. Friedrich Pfotenhauer said to the LCMS members.  "It is true that the present eco-

nomic conditions throughout the world induce us, if we do not keep our vision clear, to curtail our church 

activities. No doubt money is more scarce than in previous years. All the more must we keep before us the 

lesson of history: first, that, the more evil the days, the greater our prospect of success in our Christian work; 

and secondly, that, when children of God are eager to promote their Savior's glory, the Lord supplies the nec-

essary means and blesses them." 

This current fiscal year has been difficult.  We have come very close to meeting the revenue that was pro-

jected for this year, both in contributions and tuition.  Unfortunately, the budget included a deficit of 

$80,000.  And despite really good efforts by all of our staff and commissions to control expenses we are going 

to end the year spending more than we have brought in.  Some of this has been covered by special gifts, but 

much of it comes from borrowing from ourselves in our reserved funds. 

Now as we approach the next fiscal year, we find that in spite of cuts in payroll of $15,000 and reductions in 

most of the commission budgets our projected deficit for the 2010/2011 budget year exceeds $90,000.  

Without other sources of income, we will exhaust our reserve accounts during this fiscal year.  This means 

that we will enter into 2011/2012 without any reserves.  And that may precipitate the consideration of what 

we will stop doing.   

Most of our costs are personnel and we have trimmed personnel this year, but benefit costs exceeded our 

ability to cut positions.  In order to balance or even significantly reduce the deficit we would have to radically 

gut our programs which would further exacerbate the problem because that would mean less revenue com-

ing in to the church. As it is, the budget proposed is basically a survival budget.  It means trying to keep going 

with what we have with no funds for new or expanded efforts either in the church or the day school. 

What can we do? First and foremost pray fervently! Second evaluate your own response to the Good News 

of the forgiveness of sins and the promise of eternal life – Are you being the best steward of the gifts that 

God has given you?  Take seriously the responsibility each of you has to be a Witness for Jesus Christ and His 

church.  Be in Church each Sunday in June as we discuss, THE LIFESTYLES OF FAITHFUL CHRISTIANS.  You 

have relationships with people who need to hear the Good News about Jesus, forgiveness and eternal life.  

We want you to be talking with people about salvation, inviting them to church, to small group activities, to 

special events here at church.  Jesus has called all of us to be His witnesses and to go into the world making 

disciples!  The time is right, the harvest is waiting!
